Mission, Principles, Values, Strategy

NULM Mission

2.1  Toreduce poverty and vulnerability of the urban poor households by enabling them to access
gainful self-employment and skilled wage employment opportunities, resulting in an appreciable
improvement in their livelihoods on a sustainable basis, through building strong grassroots level
institutions of the poor. The mission would aim at providing shelter equipped with essential services
to the urban homeless in a phased manner. In addition, the Mission would also address livelihood
concerns of the urban street vendors by facilitating access to suitable spaces, institutional credit,
social security and skills to the urban street vendors for accessing emerging market opportunities.

Guiding Principles

22 The core belief of National Urban Livelihoods Mission (NULM) is that the poor are
entrepreneurial and have innate desire to come out of poverty. The challenge is to unleash their
capabilities to generate meaningful and sustainable livelihoods. The first step in this process is
motivating the urban poor to form their own institutions. They and their institutions need to be
provided sufficient capacity so that they can manage the external environment, access finance,
expand their skills, enterprises and assets. This requires continuous and carefully designed
handholding support. An external, dedicated and sensitive support structure, from the national
level to the city and community levels, is required to induce social mobilisation, institution building
and livelihood promotion.

23 NULM believes that any livelihood promotion programme can be scaled up in a time-
bound manner only if driven by the poor and their institutions. Such strong institutional platforms
support the poor in building up their own human, social, financial, and other assets. This in turn,
enables them access to rights, entitlements, opportunities and services from the public and private
sectors, while enhancing their solidarity, voice and bargaining power.

24  As per the Constitution (74thAmendment) Act, 1992, urban poverty alleviation is a
legitimate function of the Urban Local Bodies (ULB). 'Therefore, ULBs would need to undertake a
lead role for all issues and programmes concerning the urban poor in cities/towns, including skills
and livelihoods.

25 NULM would aim at universal coverage of the urban poor for skill development and
credit facilities. Tt will strive for skills training of the urban poor for market-based jobs and self-
employment, facilitating easy access to credit.

26  Street vendors constitute an important segment of the urban population at the bottom of
the pyramid. Street vending provides a source of self-employment, and thus acts as a measure of
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urban poverty alleviation without major Government intervention. They have a prominent place
in the urban supply chain and are an integral part of the economic growth process within urban
areas. NULM would aim at facilitating access to suitable spaces, institutional credit, social security
and skills to the urban street vendors for accessing emerging market opportunities.

2.7 Urban homeless persons who live without shelter or social security/ protection are the most
vulnerable class, even while they contribute towards sustaining cities with their cheap labour. Life
on the streets involves surviving continuously at the edge, in a physically brutalized and challenging
environment. There is a need for appropriate policy intervention to address the challenges faced by
homeless people, with regard to shelter, social housing and social protection. Accordingly, NULM
would aim at providing shelter equipped with essential services to the urban homeless in a phased
manner.

2.8  NULM would place a very high emphasis on convergence with schemes/programmes of the
relevant line Ministries/Departments and programmes of state governments dealing with skills,
livelihoods, entrepreneurship development, health, education, social assistance, etc. An alliance
strategy will be sought with all concerned departments to promote skills training of rural-urban
migrants as a bridge between the livelihoods of the rural and urban poor.

29 NULM would aim at partnership with the private sector in providing skill training,
employment and operation of shelter for homeless. It will strive for active participation of private
and civil society sectors in providing shelter to the urban homeless, skill training and placement of
the urban poor and also in facilitating technological, marketing and handholding support for the

urban poor entrepreneurs who want to be self-employed and set up their own small businesses or
manufacturing units.

Values

2.10 The mission will espouse the following values:

i Ownership and productive involvement of the urban poor and their institutions in
all processes;

ii Transparency in programme design and implementation, including institution
- building and capacity strengthening;

iii  Accountability of government functionaries and the community;

iv  Partnerships with industry and other stakeholders; and

Cater to the needs of especially vulnerable segments of the urban homeless like the
dependent children, aged, disabled, mentally ill, and recovering patients etc., by
creating special sections within homeless shelters and provisioning special service
linkages for them;

To establish strong rights-based linkages with other programmes which cover the
right of the urban homeless to food, healthcare, education, etc. and ensure access for
homeless populations to various entitlements, including to social security pensions,
PDS, ICDS, feeding programmes, drinking water, sanitation, identity, financial
inclusion, school admission etc., and to affordable housing;

The increasing trend of urbanisation is causing various challenges including urban poverty.
The major issues that characterise urban poverty are associated with human aspects viz.,
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socio-economic backwardness, illiteracy, ill-health, lack of skill, lack of employment,
housing, etc. The Government of India has launched scheme/program through its different
Ministary to deals with above mention challenge. These Ministry has launching national
scheme, which aim to address the range of vulnerability faced by poor in both urban and
rural areas. The Ministry of HUPA is also implementing the scheme namely Housing for
All (HFA) mission which aim to address the residential vulnerability. Apart from this, many
state governments have also launched various welfare schemes particularly for housing,
health and social security in their respective states.

All these schemes have distinctive objectives to address different challenges. There is a need
for convergence among these schemes to avoid duplication of resources and overlapping of
activities, so that the goals are effectively achieved. Thus convergence is needed at the
community, ULB and district levels apart from the state and central level.

8.3 Urban Poverty as an incidence of socio-economic deficiencies

Urban Poverty is often a cumulation of deprivations of socio-economic and cultural aspects.
They have their bearing on many indices like health, education, livelihoods, and access to
basic services. An individual’s ability to overcome these vulnerabilities is very minimal and
hence they continue to live under such conditions.

An important indicator of urban poverty is the preeminence of basic needs that clamor for
fulfillment on a continuous basis which hinders individuals from seeking for long-term
solutions, Poverty leads individuals to vulnerability, which can be cyclic and self-
perpetuating in nature. Mobilizing the urban poor to join together to strengthen their socio-
economic and livelihoods base is seen as a successful approach of tackling urban poverty.

One of the main causes for urban poverty is social backwardness. There is an urgent need
for tackling the social cause for alleviation of urban poverty.

The social activities strengthen the community and build the capacity to visualize and
organise economic activities. Community Based Organizations (CBOs) have a major role in
identifying and organizing social activities. Facilitating the formation of such organizations
and community level structures, strengthening them with inputs in different dimensions
and facilitating their access to various provisions available for their development and
welfare needs through convergence, helps them to effectively use these provisions in a

convergent manner,

Urban Poverty Alleviation Programme supports activities in social areas which include
health, nutrition, education, social welfare, social security, rights of women and children and
Community sanitation. Convergence brings synergy between different government
programmes and schemes in terms of planning, process of implementation of programmes
and schemes.

Convergence, looked at in the light of the above discussion refers to coordinated action to
address poverty. It leads to comprehensive development of the poor brought about through
their total involvement. Further convergence helps to avoid duplication of activities by
different agencies and service providers and ultimately empowers the poor.

8.4 Convergence: Poor family Vs other stakeholders

As seen in the picture the. convergence
paradigm is applicable to the poor vis-a-
vis other stakeholders. The Collectives
of the poor (groups and federations) are
present alongside a host of other
stakeholders. It includes Urban Local
Body (ULB) (both the elected
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representatives and the municipal functionaries) involving the community and operating
within the community. Effective convergence of stakeholders is essential for the
empowerment of the community.

Vulnerability of the poor can be seen in three namely, Occupational, Residential and Social.
These are sought to be addressed through convergence, and advocacy. The bedrock is
strong community level institutions built through the process of social mobilisation. This
puts community institutions at the nucleus of initiatives with convergence and advocacy.

8.5 provision of 74 Amendement - The 74th Amendment Act envisaged that elected
Municipalities function as effective local self-government institutions preparing and
implementing plans for economic development and social justice and discharging civic
responsibilities envisaged in the 12th Schedule listed below -

Functions of Urban Local Bodies: Twelfth Schedule (Article 243W)
1. Urban Planning including town planning;

Regulation of land use and construction of buildings;

Planning for economic and social development;

Roads and bridges;

Water supply for domestic, industrial and commercial purposes;

Public health, sanitation conservancy and solid waste management;

Fire services;

Urban forestry, protection of the environment and promotion of ecological aspects;

Safe-guarding the interest of weaker sections of society, including the handicapped

and mentally retarded;

10. Slums improvement and upgrading;

11. Urban poverty alleviation;

12. Provision of urban amenities and facilities such as parks, gardens, playgrounds;

15. Cattle pounds; prevention of cruelty to animals;

16. Vital statistics, including registration of births and deaths;

In order to perform these tasks, the urban local bodies have to be financially sound and
endowed with commensurate powers to raise resources. However, while the Constitution
specifies the expenditure responsibilities, it has not listed out the sources of revenue of
ULBs. Article 243X of the Constitution only stipulates that a State Legislature may, by law,

1. authorise a Municipality to levy, collect and appropriate such taxes, duties, tolls and
fees in accordance with such procedure and subject to such limit;

2. assign to a Municipality such taxes, duties, tolls and fees levied and collected by the
State Government for such purposes and subject to such conditions and limits;
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Fund of the State and

4, Provide for the constitution of such Funds for crediting all moneys received,
respectively, by or on behalf of the Municipalities and also for the withdrawal of
such moneys there from, as may be prescribed by law.

‘ 3. provide for making such grants-in-aid to the Municipalities from the Consolidated

Thus, the 74th Amendment has not clarified a critical area of fiscal federalism, ie, the
matching of resources and responsibilities. The taxes, duties, charges and fees to be levied
by the Municipalities, those to be assigned to them and the grants-in-aid to be provided to
them have been left to the discretion of the State Governments. This has allowed the fiscal
mismatches to continue in the absence of adequate decentralization of resources
corresponding to the decentralization of expenditures envisaged in the Constitution (74"
Amendment) Act, 1992,

8.6 State Urban Development Agency (SUDA)

State Urban Development Agency was set up in 06 July 2001 with a view to ensuring proper
implementation and monitoring of the centrally assisted programmes for generating
employment opportunities and alleviation of poverty throughout the State. SUDA is a
Society registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860.

Objectives of SUDA

1. To identify the urban poor in the state

2. Todraw up plane and formulate schemes for upliftment of the urban poor in the
state.

3. To implement schemes for the benefit of the Urban poor either directly or through
other agencies engaged in this direction, whether private, public or cooperative.

4. To review the progress of the execution of these activities as well as effectiveness of
the benefits directed towards the urban poor.

5. To set up or establish any specific service such as training facilities, infrastructural
ect. In furtherance of the economic interest of the urban poor
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Minutes of the Meeting held on 11.1.2017 between MoHFW and MoUD/HUPA
regarding convergence with NUHM

A Joint meeting was held under the Chairmanship of JS (Urban Health) on
11.1.2017 to discuss the convergence mechanism between the ongoing program/
schemes of Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD)/Housing and Urban Poverty
Alleviation (HUPA) with the National Urban Health Mission (NUHM) of Ministry of
Health & Family Welfare.Shri Praveen Prakash, ]S (MoUD) and Shri Sanjay Kumar, |JS
(HUPA) along with other officials participated in the meeting.The List of Participants is
at Annexure 1.

JS (UH) welcomed the participants and after introductions, initiated the discussion and
requested ]S (HUPA) to brief about the schemes of HUPA ministry where convergence
can take place with MoHFW for NUHM program.

JS (HUPA) gave an overview of NULM program being implemented under HUPA. He
informed that DeendayalAntyodayaYojana (DAY-NULM)organizes urban poor women
in three tired structure of Community Institutions viz. Self-Help Groups (SHGs), Area
Level Federations (ALFs) and City Level Federations (CLFs). He mentioned that ALF
provides handholding support to SHGs,facilitate SHG bank linkage, negotiate with
higher level institutions for benefitting urban poor and facilitate member of SHGs in
accessing benefits under various government programmes and schemes. He also
informed that one time revolving fund of Rs. 10,000 for is provided to SHG for internal
lending of its members. Registered ALF is provided with revolving fund of Rs. 50,000
per ALF for onward lending of its member SHGs.

It has been discussed that as the target population of both the programs viz NUHM and
NULM is same in terms of community participation, it would be appropriate to develop
linkages between Mahila Arogya Samities (MAS) under NUHM & Self -Help -
Group/Area Level Federations under DAY-NULM. The convergence of ALF and MAS
could be made in such a way that the Chairperson for both of the committees (MAS &
ALFs) is common.

He suggested following 3 strategies which can be adopted for better linkages between
MAS and ALF depending on the level of implementation in the States/Towns.

Option 1: Cities/States, where ALF exists but MAS is not formed

e A subcommittee of 10-12 representatives from existing ALFs can be identified
as MAS.

Option 2: Cities/ States where both ALF and MAS exist
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o MAS members can be included into SHGs and further be included in ALF.

Option 3: Cities/States where MAS is formed but ALF doesn’t exists

e MAS members who are not part of SHGs will be encouraged to join existing
SHGs and will further be represented in ALFs.

ALFs will support all community process activities under NUHM through MAS
including preparation of plan as per the needs of urban poor and enable mobilization
of community to benefit with health related schemes. ALFs can also facilitate
identification of ASHA as per guidelines of MoOHFW where it is not identified.

In addition to the above, States/UTs may develop their own mechanism of
convergence between these committees based on local needs.

jS (UD) informed that a list of Nodal officers of 500 cities where Swachha Bharat
Mission (SBM) is being implemented and list of 75 million plus cities has been
maintained. List of these cities will be shared with MoHFW which could be utilized
under NUHM program. He informed that Open Defecation Free (ODF) has been
implemented in 70 blocks across the country. The Blocks found ODF is provided Rs. 10
lakhs for monitoring and surveillance. It was suggested that same may be replicated in
urban areas also. ASHA and MAS could be involved under this initiative for generating
awareness. It was suggested that Medical Officers of NUHM may also be involved in the
existing platform of doctors/lawyers available under SBM for health education. The
training is being imparted under NUHM for health functionaries which could also be
imparted to the officials of NULM and SBM.

The action points suggested by JS (UH) are as follows:

e Joint letters from MoHFW, MoUD/HUPA to be sent to the Principal
Secretaries/Mission Director of Health and Urban Development department of the
States where MAS has been formed regarding establishing of the linkages between
MAS and ALF.Where MAS does not exist, States/UTs may be informed about option
1(which is already working in Telangana State), where subcommittee of 10-12
representatives from existing ALFs can be identified as MAS.

e It has been informed that a Joint Video Conference is being held on 3t February by
MoHFW and MoUDon NUHM implementation. It was advised that officials from
HUPA may also participate in the VC wherein Principal Secretaries/Mission
Directors of the States may also be invited.

e NUHM officials to be invited in the Video Conference/Meeting held by MoUD/HUPA
pertaining to NUHM.

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Convergence with other Ministries

Industries, through Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion (DIPP), would be requested
to plan and make provision for housing facilities for all its employees whether contractual
or permanent. Housing for its employee should be an integral part of industrial set up by
Industry and planning by State Governments.

Ministry of Railways and other land owning Central Government agencies would be requested
to undertake “in-situ” redevelopment of slums existing on its land providing houses to eligible
slum dwellers.

Ministry of Urban Development would be requested to converge civic amenities and in-
frastructure development in outer areas of the cities under its proposed National Urban
Rejuvenation Mission (NURM) called Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transfor-
mation of 500 cities (AMRUT) so that more land with civic facilities can become available
and part of which can be used by cities for housing for weaker section. Ministry of Urban
Development would also be requested to make provisions for housing for weaker section
in its Smart Cities right from beginning.

The Construction Workers Welfare Fund is set up by States/UTs under the central law of
Building and Other Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of
Service) Act, [996. States/UTs collect cess on construction projects and transfer the amount
to the Welfare Fund for Construction Workers. Ministry of Labour will be requested to ask
States/UTs for creating rental housing stocks to workers as welfare measure.

Government of India has been implementing various schemes such as National Urban
Livelihood Mission, National Urban Health Mission, Sarv Siksha Abhiyan, Solar Mission etc.
which target the urban poor. States/UT's are requested to ensure convergence with relevant
schemes in housing projects to be undertaken under this mission.

Mechanism for Release of Central Assistance except Credit Linked Subsidy

Indicative State/UT wise allocation wili be made based on urban population and estimated slum
population or other criteria as may be decided by MoHUPA. The allocation will be made separately
for each component. Ministry can change the inter-se allocation between different components
with the approval of competent authority.

Central Assistance under different components will be released to the States/UTs after the ap-
proval of CSMC and with concurrence of the Integrated Financial Division (IFD) of the Ministry.
Central share would be released in 3 instalments of 40%, 40% and 20% each.

Ministry, with the approval of CSMC, will release initial money for taking up preparatory
activities for formulating HFAPoA after taking into consideration the number of cities covered
under mission.

5.0. 1357(E).—Whereas the draft of the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2015 were published under the
notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change number G.S.R. 451
(E), dated the 3™ June, 2015 in the Gazette of India, part II, Section3, sub- section (i) of the same date inviting objections
or suggestions from the persons likely to be affected thereby, before the expiry of the period of sixty days from the
publication of the said notification on the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2015 in supersession of the Municipal Solid
Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000;

And whereas, copies of the said Gazette were made available to the public on the 3™ June, 2015;

And whereas, the objections or comments received within the stipulated period were duly considered by the
Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 3, 6 and 25 of the Environment (Protection) Act,
1986 (29 of 1986) and in supersession of the Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000, except as
respect things done or omitted to be done before such supersession, the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules for management of Solid Waste, namely:-
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(a) co-ordinate with the State Pollution Control Boards and the Pollution Control Committees for implementation
of these rules and adherence to the prescribed standards by local authorities;

(b) formulate the standards for ground water, ambient air, noise pollution, leachate in respect of all solid waste
processing and disposal facilities;

{c} review environmental standards and norms prescribed for solid waste processing facilities or treatment
technologies and update them as and when required;

(d) review through State Pollution Control Boards or Pollution Control Committees, at least once in a year, the
implementation of prescribed environmental standards for solid waste processing facilities or treatment technologies and
compile the data monitored by them,

(e) teview the proposals of State Pollution Control Boards or Pollution Control Committees on use of any new
technologies for processing, recycling and treatment of solid waste and prescribe performance standards, emission
norms for the same within 6 months;

()] monitor through State Pollution Control Boards or Pollution Control Committees the implementation of these
rules by local bodies;
(g) prepare an annual report on implementation of these rules on the basis of reports received from State Polluticn

Control Boards and Committees and submit to the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the report
shalt also be put in public domain;

(h} publish guidelines for maintaining buffer zone restricting any residential, commercial or any other construction
activity from the outer boundary of the waste processing and disposal facilities for different sizes of facilities handling
more than five tons per day of solid waste;

() publish guidelines, from time to time, on environmental aspects of processing and disposal of solid waste to
enable local bodies to comply with the provisions of these rules; and

()] provide guidance to States or Union territories on inter-state movement of waste.

15.  Duties and responsibilities of local authorities and village Panchayats of census towns and urban
agglomerations.- The local authorities and Panchayats shall,-

(a) prepare a solid waste management plan as per state policy and strategy on solid waste management within six
months from the date of notification of state policy and strategy and submit a copy to respective departments of State
Government or Union territory Administration or agency authorised by the State Government or Union territory
Administration;

b ~arrange for door to door collection of segregated solid waste from all households including slums and informal
settlements, commercial, institutional and other non residential premises. From multi-storage buildings, large
commercial complexes, malls, housing complexes, etc, this may be collected from the entry gate or any other
designated location;

() establish a system to recognise organisations of waste pickers or informal waste collectors and promote and
establish a system for integration of these authorised waste-pickers and waste collectors to facilitate their participation in
solid waste management including door to door collection of waste;

(d) facilitate formation of Seif Help Groups, provide identity cards and thereafter encourage integration in solid
waste management inciuding door to door collection of waste;

(e) frame bye-laws incorporating the provisions of these rules within one year from the date of notification of these
rules and ensure timely implementation;

() prescribe from time to time user fee as deemed appropriate and collect the fee from the waste generators on its
own or through authorised agency;

(2) direct waste generators ot to litter i.e throw or dispose of any waste such as paper, water bottles, liquor bottles,
soft drink canes, tetra packs, fruit peel, wrappers, eic., or burn or burry waste on streets, open public spaces, drains,
waste bodies and to segregate the waste at source as prescribed under these rules and hand over the segregated waste (o
authorised the waste pickers or waste collectors authorised by the local body;

¢h) setup material recovery facilities or secondary storage facilities with sufficient space for sorting of recyclable
materials to enable informal or authorised waste pickers and waste collectors 1o separate recyclables from the waste and
provide easy access to waste pickers and recyclers for collection of segregated recyclable waste such as paper, plastic,
metal, glass, (extile from the source of generation or from material recovery facilities; Bins for storage of bio-degradable
wastes shall be painted green, those for storage of recyclable wastes shall be printed white and those for storage of other
wastes shall be printed black;
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{i) establish waste deposition centres for domestic hazardous waste and give direction for waste generators to
deposit domestic hazardous wastes at this centre for its safe disposal. Such facility shall be established in a city or town
in a manner that one centre is set up for the area of twenty square kilometers or part thereof and notify the timings of
receiving domestic hazardous waste at such centres;

G) ensure safe storage and transportation of the domestic hazardous waste to the hazardous waste disposal facility
or as may be directed by the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee;

&) direct strect sweepers not to burn tree leaves collected from street sweeping and store them separately and
handover to the waste collectors or agency authorised by local body;

)] provide training on solid waste management to waste-pickers and waste collectors;

(m) callect waste from vegetable, fruit, flower, meat, pouliry and fish market on day to day basis and promote
setting up of decentralised compost plant or bio-methanation plant at suitable locations in the markets or in the vicinity of
markets ensuring hygienic conditions;

(n) collect separately waste from sweeping of streets, lanes and by-lanes daily, or on alternate days or twice a week
depending on the density of population, commercial activity and local situation;

(0) set up covered secondary storage facility for temporary storage of street sweepings and silt removed from
surface drains in cases where direct collection of such waste into transport vehicles is not convenient. Waste so collected
shall be collected and disposed of at regular intervals as decided by the local body,

(P collect horticulture, parks and garden waste separately and process in the parks and gardens, as far as possible;

@ transport segregated bio-degradable waste to the processing facilities like compost plant, bio-methanation plant
or any such facility, Preference shall be given for on site processing of such waste;

() transport non-bio-degradable waste to the respective processing facility or material recovery facilities or
secondary storage facility;

(s} transport construction and demolition waste as per the provisions of the Construction and Demolition Waste
management Rules, 2016;

) involve communities in waste management and promotion of home composting, bio-gas generation,
decentralised processing of waste at community level subject to control of odour and maintenance of hygienic conditions
around the facility;

(u) phase out the use of chemical fertilizer in two years and use compost in all parks, gardens maintained by the
local body and wherever possible in other places under its jurisdiction. Incentives may be provided to recycling
initiatives by informal waste recycling sector.

(v} facilitate construction, operation and maintenance of solid waste processing facilities and associated
infrastructure on their own or with private sector participation or through any agency for optimum utilisation of varicus
components of solid waste adopting suitable technology including the following technologies and adhering to the
guidelines issued by the Ministry of Urban Development from time to time and standards prescribed by the Central
Pollution Control Board. Preference shall be given to decentralised processing o minimize transportation cost and
environmental impacts such as-

a)bio-methanation, microbial composting, vermi-composting, anaerobic digestion or any other appropriate
processing for bio-stabilisation of biodegradable wastes;

b)waste to energy processes including refused derived fuel for combustible fraction of waste or supply as
feedstock to solid waste based power plants or cement kilns;

(w) undertake on their own or through any other agency construction, operation and maintenance of sanitary landfill
and associated infrastructure as per Schedule 1 for disposal of residual wastes in a manner prescribed under these rules;

(x) make adequate provision of funds for capital investments as well as operation and maintenance of solid waste
management services in the annual budget ensuring that funds for discretionary functions of the local body have been
allocated only after meeting the requirement of necessary funds for solid waste management and other obligatory
functions of the local body as per these rules;

(y) make an application in Form-I for grant of authorisation for setting up waste processing, treatment or disposal
facility, if the volume of waste is exceeding five metric tones per day including sanitary landfills from the State Pollution
Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee, as the case may be;

(z) submit application for renewal of authorisation at least sixty days before the expiry of the validity of
authorisation;
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(za) prepare and submit annual report in Form IV on or before the 30™ April of the succeeding year to the
Commissioner or Director, Municipal Administration or designated Officer;

(zb) the annual report shall then be sent to the Secretary -in-Charge of the State Urban Development Department or
village panchayat or rural development department and to the respective State Pollution Control Board or Pollution
Control Committee by the 31" May of every year;

(zc) educate workers including contract workers and supervisors for door to door collection of segregated waste and
transporting the unmixed waste during primary and secondary transportation to processing or disposal facility;

(zd) ensure that the operator of a facility provides personal protection equipment including uniform, fluorescent
jacket, hand gloves, raincoats, appropriate foot wear and masks to all workers handling solid waste and the same are used
by the workforce;

(ze) ensure that provisions for setting up of centers for collection, segregation and storage of segregated wastes, are
incorporated in building plan while granting approval of building plan of a group housing society or market complex; and

(zf) frame bye-laws and prescribe criteria for levying of spot fine for persons who litters or fails to comply with the
provisions of these rules and delegate powers to officers or local bodies to levy spot fines as per the bye laws framed; and

(zg) create public awareness through information, education and communication campaign and educate the wasié
generators on the following; namely:-

(i) not to litter;
(ii) minimise generation of waste;
(iii) reuse the waste to the extent possible;

(iv) practice segregation of waste into bio—degradable, non-biodegradable (recyclable and combustible),
sanitary waste and domestic hazardous wastes at source;

(v) practice home composting, vermi-composting, bio-gas generation or community level composting;

{vi) wrap securely used sanitary waste as and when generated in the pouches provided by the brand cwners
or a suitable wrapping as prescribed by the local body and place the same in the bin meant for non-
biodegradable waste;

(vii}storage of segregated waste at source in different bins;

(viii)  handover segregated waste to waste pickers, waste collectors, recyclers or waste collection agencies;
and

(ix)

1ser fee or charges to waste collectors or local bodies or any other person authorised by
2 stainability of solid waste nianagement.

(zh) stop land filling or dumping of mixed waste soon after the timeline as specified in rule 23 for setting up and
operationalisation of sanitary landfill is over;

(zi) allow only the non-usable, non-recyclable, non-biodegradable, non-combustibie and non-reactive inert waste
and pre-processing rejects and residues from waste processing facilities to go to sanitary landfill and the sanitary landfill
sites shall meet the specifications as given in Schedule-I, however, every effort shall be made to recycle or reuse the
rejects to achieve the desired objective of zero waste going to landfill;

(zj) investigate and analyse all old open dumpsites and existing operational dumpsites for their potential of bio-
mining and bio-remediation and wheresoever feasible, take necessary actions to bio-mine or bio-remediate the sites;

(zk)  in absence of the potential of bio-mining and bio-remediation of dumpsite, it shall be scientifically capped as per
landfiil capping norms to prevent further damage to the environment.

16. Duties of State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control Committee.- (1) The State Poltution Control Board
or Pollution Control Committee shall,-

(a) enforce these rules in their State through local bodies in their respective jurisdiction and review
implementation of these rules at least twice a year in close coordination with concerned Directorate of
Municipal Administration or Secretary-in-charge of State Urban Development Department;

(b) monitor environmental standards and adherence to conditions as specified under the Schedule 1 and Schedule IT
for waste processing and disposal sites;

(c) examine the proposal for authorisation and make such inquiries as deemed fit, after the receipt of the application
for the same in Form I from the local body or any other agency authorised by the local body;

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Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana-NULM guidelines recast to benefit more urban poor

Banks to directly accept applications for loans; Nodal bank for each State to increase loan linkages
Men in vulnerable vocatiens made eligible for assistance; Norms for formation of Self-Help Groups relaxed
Construction of shelters for urban homeless with corporate donations
Convergence with PMKVY, PMJDY, Social security schemes to be ensured

Performance under DAY-NULM satisfactory but States need to do more, says Shri M.Venkaiah Naidu

Ministry of Housing & Urban Poverty Alleviation has made substantial changes in the Guidelines for implementation
of Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana- National Urban Livelihoods Mission to benefit more and more urban poor by relaxing the
norms for implementation of the Mission.

The National Governing Council of the Mission, an inter-ministerial body chaired by the Minister of Housing &
Urban Poverty Alleviation Shri M.Venkaiah Naidu today approved several changes in the operational guidelines of the
Mission after detailed deliberations. Minister of State for Urban Development and Housing & Urban Poverty Alleviation Shri
Rao Inderjit Singh also attended the meeting.

Banks have now been allowed to directly accept applications from the beneficiaries for extending subsidized loans
for setting up individual and group enterprises under the Self-Employment Programme component of DAY-NULM
dispensing with the need for sponsorship by concerned urban local bodies. One bank will be designated as the Nedal Agency
for each State to coordinate with all other banks to increase banking linkages for loan support under this component.

Norms for formation of Self-Help Groups of urban poor have been relaxed allowing up to 10 members to form a
group in hilly tracts and tribal areas as against the earlier norm of 20 members. Men involved in vulnerable occupations like
sanitation workers, rag pickers, rikshaw puliers etc., are now allowed to form such Groups who would be eligible for bank
loans and revolving fund of Rs.10,000/- per each group.

The Governing Council allowed construction of shelters for urban homeless with CSR (Corporate Social
Responsibility) funds and other donations allowing display of names of such donors. Construction of multi-storied shelters
for urban homeless keeping in view land constraints has also been permitted besides allowing attendants of patients to use
such shelters. CCTVs are to be provided in sheiters for women and children to ensure their security.

The Council has permitted convergence of DAY-NULM with other schemes like Prime Minister’s Kaushal Vikas
Yojana, Skill Development, Prime Minister’s Jan Dhan Yojana and various social security schemes like Pradhan Mantri Jivan
Jyoti Bima Yojana, Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana etc. , besides ensuring Aadhar linkages.

After reviewing the physical and financial progress under DAY-NULM during the last two years, Shri M.Venkaiah
Naidu said that the performance vis-a-vis targets has been satisfactory but there is need for States to do more.

As against the target of formation of 70,062, Self-Help Groups, actual performance has been 1,05,958. Under
Self-Employment Programme component, 94,549 beneficiaries have been given subsidized bank loans for setting up
individual and group enterprises against the target of 90,062. A total of 4,36,110 urban poor have been imparted skill training
during the last two financial years and another 1,38,385 have so far been skilled during the current fiscal. 336 shelters for
urban homeless have been so far made operational.
