4.10 Administrative
4.90.7  Municipal Administrative Reforms Commitiee

To enable the local bodies to act as an effective third tier lacal government, the State
Government constituted Municipal Administrative Refarms Committee so as to explore avenues
far gaad urban governance. It has already submitted its recommendations, most of which have
already been accepted by the Government in principle. A few recommendations have already
heen implemented.

The committee in its repart has laid emphasis on people's participation, demacratic
decentralisation and intraduction of information technology to ensure transparency and apenness
at the local government level. Recommendations also include measures for averall capacity
building of the municipal bodies and suppart government agencies and alsa financial resaurce
mabhilisation by the urban local badies.

Recammendations of the Committee is appended at Annexure 1.

4.70.2 Building Safety

After the tragic earth quake in Gujrat the guestion of building safety gained topmast
irpartance. The State Gavernment in this Department constituted twa Committees, ane for the
Kalkata Municipal Carporation and the ather for the Municipalities, to cansider the pravisians
aof the existing building rules and to suggest necessary revisians in the rules ta ensure building
safety. The said Committees have already submitted their recommendations. The said
recammendations have been pracessed through a third Cammittee far enactment of rules. In
this new rule the aspects of building safety, environment protection, use of uncanventional
saurces of energy wherever passible, have properly been addressed to. The new VWest Bengal
{Municipal) Building Rules has been drafted and sent to Law Departrment far necessary vetting.
Itis expected that the same wauld be laid in the caming session of WE.L.A. The new rules
shall stand on the fallowing basic principles

»  Compliance of the provisions of National Building Code and Bureau of Indian
Standards, for construction of earthquake resistant and safe structure, while
constructing buildings in urhan areas.

»  Ensuring structural safety of ald huildings.

n  Safeguarding water frants

»  Providing disabled friendly devices in the public buildings

»  Rain Water Harvesting System

»  Use of salar energy wherever passible

»  Provision of tree cover for bigger buildings and housings

n Waste Water Recycling System

»  Effective measures for prevention of mosquito breeding
4.10.3 Beffer Municipal Governance

The State Gavernment has also introduced, for better municipal governance, the
cancept of Chairman-in-Council, like Cabinet farm of Government for all Corporation and for
higger Municipalities. Cancept of Standing Committee of various sectars has also heen
incarparated in the statute itself. To hring in more accountahbility within the demacratic framework,
Municipal Accounts Committees have to be formed in each of the Municipalities as per the
Municipal Act, which in the opinion of the State Government shall pave the way for more
transparent urban gavernance

4.10.4 Capaciy Building

In order ta enable the urban lacal badies ta discharge their ever-increasing respansibilites
appropriately, the DLE, the MED, ILGUS, SUDA and WEVE are giving administrative and
technical assistance to Urban Laocal Badies. ILGUS has been implementing various training
pragrammes with an object to improve the capacity and efficiency of the chairpersons and as
well as ofthe elected councillors, municipal persannel and community based functionaries. The
rale of all these government institutions including the Change Management Unit of the KUSP
Programme for maintaining financial and administrative discipline, far proper implementation
aof various development pragrammes within the stipulated timeframe, for implementing paverty
alleviation prograrmme, augmenting municipal revenues and to increase efficiency of the elected
cauncillors and municipal employees is worth mentioning

Steps have already been taken to apaint in-service officers employed in different
departrments of the State Government to the past of Executive Cfficers of the municipalities and
twenty six of them have already joined. 40 Engineers from KMDA have been redeployed in
ULEs within KMA. Urhan Planners are also being posted in 40 ULBs to assist the ULEs in
preparatian of Oraft Development Plan. Ta ensure financial discipline in the ULBs arrangement
far making internal audit has been initiated. Far this purpose, several Chartered Accountant
firms as well as the auditors of Directorate of Co-operative Audit have been entrusted far
preparation of accounts and auditing of accaunts of the ULBs. MNecessary rules have been
framed and amendments ta the rules have also been made in this regard

Recently, under KUSP programme, it has been decided that the Double Entry Accounting
System willl be introduced in all the ULBs of the State. A detailed manual has already been
puhlished. So far 36 ULEs have prepared balance sheet as an 1.4.2004 under this new provisian.

4105  Training

Institute of Lacal Gavernment and Urban Studies is engaged in training and research
activities in the area of municipal administration and urban develapment. Strengthening capacity
aof individuals and the institutions and improving quality of governance are the majar thrust area
far the Institute. Educating large na. of elected representatives, many of therm being new ta
puhlic offices and mativating and sensitising the large number of cormmunity based functionaries
are ather key area far planning the training programmes. After the General Election ta the
municipal bodies training programmes are aranged centrally or decentrally for all the elected
representatives. To strengthen decentralisation in urban planning and municipal administration
and to ensure peaple's active participation in such process training pragramme are alsa arranged
at ULE level for the members of ward committees and community development functionaries.
DOuring the year 2004-05, 3509 persons were cavered under different training praogrammes
Such participants include municipal councillors, municipal personnel, functionaries of Camrunity
Development Sacieties including Resident Cammunity Volunteers and members of Thrift and
Credit Groups. Trainers' trainings were conducted ta impart training to huge nurmber of grass-
raot level functionaries

In arder ta enable the City Managers ta share their experience with their counterpart
within the State as well as outside the State, Seminars were arganised by the department and
ILGUS during the financial year 2004-05 on Property Tax Reforms and Municipal Accounting
Refarms and on Best and Innavative Practices of ULEs of the State. The Seminars were attended
hy the city managers and experts in municipal administration and urban development throughaut
the country. Anather seminar on Major I1ssues of Urban Development was organised in
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callaboration with Morth Bengal University. & State Level Seminar on Poverty Alleviation which
is a major thrust area of the State Covt. was also organised in the year 2005,

4.71.1  Preparation of Draff Development Plan

Presently the State Governmentis in a process of introducing a concept of formulation
aof Draft Development Plan in the Municipalities. Such Draft Development Plan will have to be
farmulated taking into the felt needs of the citizens and has to be discussed in each Ward
Cammittee and subsequently in the meeting of the Board of Councillors. Such Oraft Development
Plan is envisianed to contain develapment perspective of the Municipality encampassing
infrastructural, sacial and averall ecanamic develapment including the sacio-econamic upliftment
aof both the ecanamically and socially weaker sections of populace including warmen

4.91.2  Solid Waste Management

With diminishing places for accommodating the salid waste generated in mainly the
urhan areas, the matter relating to dispasal of salid waste is pasing @ major challenge ta the
urban planners as well as environment. Ta face this challenge the State Government has
canstituted a Solid Waste Management Mission forWest Bengal, with this department as the
nodal department. This Mission will guide the State Gavernment as well as the local badies in
initiating proper and scientific steps far dispasal and recycling of salid waste generated in the
urban areas.

Actions already taken by the Missian are :
»  an actian plan of the Solid YWaste Management Missian

» hased an the action plan a budget of Rs.71.25 crores has heen prepared far
2005-06 which includes expenditures on preparation if IEC materials, training,
capacity building, development of primary collection system, construction of 50
transfer stations, 3 regional landfill sites including composting facility etc

»  the Ministry of Enviranment and Forests has been approached for providing initial
grant

»  office of the Technical Advisory Committee has heen set up at MED, Bikash
Ehavan

»  about Rs.200 crores (50% of allacations is likely to be provided by the Twelfth
Finance Commission (TFC) as grants-in-aid to the ULEs for the purpase of Salid
Waste Management for 2005-10. A decision has been taken in this regard

»  about Rs.127 crares (10% of the allocation) from the grants-in-aid ta be provided
by the TFC shall be earmarked far developing Salid Waste Management in the
fairly urhanised panchayat areas as per the guidance of the \esi Bengal Salid
Waste Management Mission

4.17.4 GIS and EGovernance

With entrusting the responsibility of farmation of plans for infrastructure and social
develapment in the urban areas to the Urhan Local Bodies, the detailed data base for these
ULEs is a need of the time. Keeping in view this need, the Geographical Information Systern
has beenintroduced in selected municipal bodies. Initially the pragramme was heing financed
hy the World Bank and UNICEF, and later on continued with the resources of the State. Waorks
related ta GIS have been started in 62 ULBs through KMDA and SUDA. The ULEs will be ahle
to augment the income of the ULBs through better collection of taxes, as the systermwill pravide
the status of arrears and non-taxed lacations. So far in 79 ULBs, work of G.1.5. has been
conmpleted and few ULBs have starfed infroducing G.1.S. In colieciion of tax, which has shown
remarkahle improverment.

A decentralised VWard Level e-Gavernance Systern and Vb Based Manitaring System
far the ULEs is the visian of the municipal management of the State. The work for decentralised
Ward Based System including citizen service has already been started in a few municipalities

4.71.5  Accouniing Reforms

In arder ta bring clarity in the Municipal Financial Management Systerm the ald Single
Entry System of Accounting, being fallowed by the urban lacal badies is being replaced by
Daubled Entry Accrual Based System. Guideline for preparation of opening Balance Sheet has
heen finalised and some of the ULBs have already prepared the opening Balance Sheet as on
1.4.2004. The manual of the accounting palicy has alsa been finalised. The chart of accounts,
farms and farmat and manual on transaction entries are an the verge of campletion. It is expected
that most af the ULEs will be able to introduce the Double Entry Accrual Based System of
accounts by 2005-06 and rermaining ULEs will be ahle ta da the same by 2008-07.

4116  Public Private Partnership

Keeping in view the increasing demand far infrastructure and services in urban areas
and the fact that public sectar outlays are becaming inadequate the State Govt. has forrmulated
a palicy guideline far private sector participation faor infrastructure development.

Certain models like Build-Cperate-Transfer {(ECT). Build-Cwn-Cperate (BOC), Build-
Cwn-Cperate-Transfer (BCCT), Build-Own-Lease-Transfer (BOLT) are being explared as
pramising options. There are also ather alternatives like franchise, cancession, leasing,
management, contract etc. Variants of private-public partnership such as floating municipal
hond, tradable development right, offering land as equity in jaint ventures are also being
cansidered. A number of such joint-venture projects in areas of housing, commercial complesx,
canstruction of city centers have already been launched
4117  Cilizens' Charier

Citizens' interface is an issue which is being cansidered as one of the prioritised
agendas in municipal governance. Publication of "Citizens' Charter" by municipality for the
herefit of the citizens is ane such agenda under improved municipal governance. A citizens'
charter is a cammitment of the municipality far providing municipal services of a given standard
within a certain time frame which is organised and managed by the municipality. Publicatian
of citizens' charter by municipality helps ta improve service delivery, accountability, transparency
and citizen satisfaction

Amangst various refarms envisaged under KUSP, development and adoption of
municipal citizens' charter by municipality has been considered as prioritised agenda. Keeping
this in view 16 municipalities under KIUSP have already developed and adopted their citizens'
charter. 09 municipal bodies beyand non-KMA have also developed citizens' charter.

4.12 People's participation

In the past the concept of government remained out of reach of the general people
Keeping this fact in mind three vital goals have been fixed viz

» o devalve mare power including financial powers to the local govts. for enabling

them ta cormbat the problem relating to service delivery effectively;

» o uplift of the status of the local bodies from mere service provider ta the status

of a true Local Self Government with changed mind set, in arder to prepare the
lacal bodies to play their role in mitigating the socio-econamic problems in a
positive manner; and

»  toensure active participation of general mass in the local governance
4921 Participalion through Ward Commitiees

People's participation in municipal planning and development has been ensured
through farmation of Ward Committees in each Ward of all Urban Local Bodies irrespective of
their population size. The Ward Committee Rules have also been framed in such a way so as
to ensure imvolvernent of the mermbers of the Ward Committees in overall municipal administration
and resource mohilisation. To make such committees more effective and functional, fund has
already heen alloted under KIUSP for construction of 87 Ward offices in different ULEs under
KMA. Further allotment of fund will alsa be made far canstruction of 100 mare Ward aoffices
Safar, out of 2885 Wards, Ward Committees have been canstituted in 1956 Wards
4122 Parficipaiion through CDS

Participation of poor families in planning and implementation of slum level Basic
Infrastructure Development as well as Socio-Ecanamic Development has been ensured through
farmation of Community Based Organisation. Representatives of such weaker section have
also been inducted in the YWard Committees. Such Community Based Structures have also
heen invalved hy the municipalities in praviding civic services like conservancy services,
maintenance of street light, praviding mid-day meal to the school children etc
4923  Community Confracfing

Under KUUSP Programme which is being implemented in 40 ULBs slum level
infrastructural wiarks are being implemented by the ULEs through cammunity contracting. COS
aof the ULEs are being engaged for implementation of slum level warks
4124  Clean Cily Campaign (2004 & 2005)

As per decision in a warkshop an 14.10.04, the 'Clean City Campaign' was launched
in all the 40 ULBs in KMA (except Kalkata Municipal Corporatian) for a month fram 20th Crctober
2004 to 20th Novermber 2004 from the DFID assisted pragramme, Kalkata Urban Services far
the Paar. All the 40 ULBs participated in the campaign

The abjectives were:

Creation of public awareness

Response of citizens

Solid Waste Management

Street sweeping, clearance of surface drains
Response ta citizens' complaint by ULEs
Actian against Plastic wastes Eco-drives
Special focus on cleanliness in slums.
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At the end of the 'Clean City Campaign', top performers were rewarded by prizes in
the form of untied Development Grants. Campetitian far the campaign was at twa levels:

4.13 Ingentive Fund

The Second State Finance Commission in itsrecormmendations suggested that 2%
aof the united fund of the Urban Local Bodies is to be given as incentive fund. Accardingly, a
provision of Rs. 1.20 craore has been kept reserved ta he given as incentive fund out of the
current years's budget provision. Ta finalise the entitiements of the ULBs out of the afaresaid
incentive fund, selection criteria adopted are as fallowing :

Revenue Mobilisation - Weightage - 40%
Puhlic Participation - Weightage - 0%
Service Delovery - Weightage - 0%

A selection committee has also farmed. Since the ULEs within KM DA area have been
given incentive fund under KUSP Project during 2005-2008, the above selection has been kept
confined ta the non-KMA ULEs

The mast important feature of SISRY scheme is the active participatian of the wormen
aof these poor families in farmulating, implementing and supervising the schemes. For this a
three-tier structure has heen formed at the municipal level. Till 31.03.05, 35,374 Meighhourhaod
Graups (MHGs), 3285 Neighbourhood Cammittees and 302 Community Developrment Societies
have been farmed in the ULBEs aof the State. In the self-ermployment programme, 41,079
applications have heen sent ta different banks far obtaining bank loans and out of these anly
12,647 applications have so far been granted by the banks. Under skill development pragramme,
66,116 unemplayed yaouth have been trained and 60% of them have been employed / self-
employed. Anather very prominent part of this scheme is the formation of Thrift and Credit
Groups and the OWCUA (Development of Wormen and Children in Urban Areas) groups. Till
31.03.058, 10,277 such Thrift and Credit Groups and 267 OWCUA graups have been formed
MNearly 1.70 lakh BPL families have derived benefit out of these two components. Out of the
CWMVCUA groups, 103 groups have received bank loan. The wwomen members of these groups
af different municipalities exhibited at different State Level exhibition and their products were
wery much acclaimed. The implementation of these schemes in this State has also earned high
praise in the evaluation made by the Central Gavernment.

MNecessary circular has been issued ta the municipaliies to include the above-mentioned
Warmen graups in various civic services like Solid Waste Management, creation of urban
infrastructure in slums etc. and in guite a few ULEs these groups have been actively invalved
in some basic civic services like conservancy services, maintenance of street light and collection
aof user charges.
